AN ACT to anmend the real property actions and proceedings law, in
relation to title to an abandoned multiple dwelling in a city, town or

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 3 of section 1972 of the real property actions
and proceedings | aw, as added by chapter 864 of the laws of 1973, s
anended to read as foll ows:

3. Wthin five days of the service of notice on the owner, a copy of
the certification shall be served on each nortgagee, lienor and |essee
of record, personally or by registered mail to the address set forth in
the recorded instrunment or, if no address appears therein, to the person

at whose request the instrunment was recorded. Such copy shall, in the
case of a nortgagee or lienor, be acconpanied by a notice that
proceedi ngs pursuant to this article may be instituted unless the nort-
gagee or lienor, wthin fifteen days of such mailing, either (a)

commences proceedings to foreclose the nortgage or lien and noves for
the appointnent of a receiver which brings the building into conpliance
with the applicable provisions of lawwithin ninety days from the date
of appointnent or such |onger period as nmay be established by agreenent
with the departnent or [enters—into—an—agreerpnt—wththedepartrpprt—to
bring—the—buitdirg] (b) takes possession of the prem ses as provided in

the nortgage and brings the building into conpliance with the applicable
provisions of law within ninety days fromthe date of taking possession
or such longer period as may be established by agreenent with the
departnent. The departnent nay., notw thstanding anything to the contra-
ry in this subdivision, institute proceedings pursuant to this article
if: (i) the application for appointnment of a receiver is denied, (ii)
the receiver fails to bring the building into conpliance with the appli -
cable provisions of lawwithin ninety days fromthe date of appointnent
or such longer period as my be established by agreenent with the
departnent; or (iii) the nortgagee or lienor in possession fails to
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bring the building into conpliance with the applicable provisions of |aw
within ninety days from the date of taking possession or such |onger
period as may be established by agreenent with the departnent.

g8 2. This act shall take effect on the one hundred twentieth day
after it shall have becomre a law and shall apply to proceedings
conmmenced on or after such date.
